Welcome to the upcoming school year!  We have moved from 
Heartland payments to Titan payments and you will need to          
re-register your children in the family portal to utilize this            
system.  Any food service student balances will be transferred    
automatically to our new system.   

For the 2021-2022 school year the United States Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) has allowed school districts to continue to feed 
all children 2nd chance breakfast and lunch meals at no cost.
